�  Poliscript v2 Build 11 or later 
�  Windows based PC (2000/XP) 
�  G5 with XMIO Cable 

 
 
General Information :  
 
Poliscript communicates to the G5 and its Control Panel via an interim software package called Portia 
Gateway that is installed with Poliscript. Using an internal IP address, Poliscript via Portia talks to the 
G5 Control Module, which in turn communicates to a piece of software on the G5 called EXS Render. 
This software accesses the XMIO card directly, overlaying the required subtitles and logos (if enabled) 
on the incoming SDI Video. 
 

Information Flow : Poliscript > Portia Gateway > G5 Control Panel > G5 (EXS) > XMIO Card (Video)

1. Mains power inlet (IEC320) 
2. Mouse – for connection to standard PS/2 style mouse 
3. Keyboard – for connection to standard PS/2 style mouse 
4. USB Ports – Not currently used 
5. Com Port 1 (RS232) – Not currently used 
6. Display – VGA Monitor 
7. Ethernet – Only one port will be enabled (Disabled port will be blanked off) 
8. Matrox XMIO Card – for connection to XMIO cable (supplied) 

 
 
 
Connect the G5 with power, network, keyboard, mouse and turn the unit on. 
The supplied XMIO cable needs to be fitted to the rear PCI connector on the back of the unit. The 
incoming SDI SD/HD video signal needs to be connected to SDI IN A, and the outgoing video to SDI 
OUT A. 
 
The G5 software should be pre-configured to allow for connection to Poliscript, and set for 1080i. 
Please refer to the EXS Render  guide later in this document on how to make the necessary changes 
to the setup and format. 
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Poliscript Setup 
 
Install Poliscript from the CD provided, and follow all the onscreen installation prompts until the 
process is completed. (Please refer to Poliscript Help file for further assistance on installation. You can 
locate this on the Poliscript CD or the Screen website) 
 
Open Poliscript, and from the top menus, select Tools  > Output Drivers . This will open the Output 
Drivers menu. From here, tick the boxes next to Portia Gateway  and G5000. Also tick the Auto 
Launch at Start box at the bottom of the menu.  
 
Click OK and this will close the menu, and start loading the Portia 
Gateway and G5 control module. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
Once loaded, you will see the G5 module on the Desktop. 
The module shows a Status window showing the current 
state of the module. As you can see normal operation will 

show a green light and the status “G5000: OK”. Enter the G5 module by double clicking on the Screen 
logo, right of the status windows. 
 
 
Select the General Tab , and in Output Mode , although it should be greyed out, the selection should 
be Character Generator. 
 
 
 
 
Next, select the Input Tab and verify that the values 
match as following: 
 
Server Address – 127.0.0.1 
Server Port – 4666 
 
These values are the output settings of Portia

The next tab is Rendering . This is where the format of the video is specified, what fonts to use, 
character coding and what styling is to be used.  
 

There are 4 presets, PAL, NTSC, 720P and 1080i. 
These presets will change the Resolution, Subtitle 
positioning and in some cases the Font. While 
these presets contain the basic configuration for 
the 4 different video standards, it is very likely that 
you will want to change them to suit your needs.  
For more information on the various settings please 
refer to the Poliscript Help document or pressing 
F1 within the Poliscript interface. 
 
For this configuration guide, please select User Set 
3 for 1080i. To do this un-check the Select by 
input source box, select User Set 3  from the 
Default Configuration drop down box and click 
apply. 
 
 
 
 

 
 
The last tab to configure is the Output  tab.  
 
Here we need to enter the IP address of the G5 
platform and the port number. The port number of 
the G5 needs to be entered after the IP Address. 
The Port number is always 5000.  
 
e.g. Device Address : 10.10.49.3:5000 
 
Once you are happy the correct IP address of the 
G5 has been entered correctly, click Apply and 
OK. 
 
Note: If you are unsure as to the IP address of the 
G5, please access the G5 and click Start > Run, 
type CMD and in the Dos prompt that will appear, 
type IPCONFIG. 
 
 
 

 
The last step is to place an X next to the 
G5/G5000 entry in Portia Gateway.  
 
 
The G5 line will be blue, and the Connected 
column should be saying yes. Click once in the 
Output column so an X appears as shown in the 
screenshot, completing the connection. 
 
This should complete the configuration required 
to connect Poliscript to the G5. 
 



 
 
 
EXS Render 
 
 
EXS Render is a Windows based application installed on the G5, which takes incoming subtitle signals 
from a number of sources such as Poliscript, and then overlays them onto the video. EXS is set to 
Auto Start as the platform boots, and when it is loaded, an EXS icon will be visible 
in the System Tray next to the time. 
 
 
To access the EXS Render interface, log onto the G5 and simply right click on the icon and select 
Configure . The interface is made up of 3 tabs, General , Clients  and Video . 
 
 
 
 
 
Under the General  Tab, you are able to specify the 
port number that Poliscript connects to. It should be 
set to 5000. If it is anything different, please restore 
it. If you do wish to use a different Port Number for 
some reason, please make sure you change the 
Port Number at the end of the IP address in the G5 
Control Module under the Output Tab. 
 
The other field is the location of any media that was 
installed with EXS (Not currently used) 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
The second tab is Video . This is where the format 
of video is specified.  
 
Currently 1080i should be selected with a frame 
rate set to 25, but if you wish to use SD, or another 
format please change the format with the drop 
downs and click OK. If you do change the format, 
please make sure you make the necessary 
changes in Poliscript in the G5 encoder under the 
Rendering Tab. 
 
The Advanced  button in the tab allows you to 
specify what source is used for GenLock . This 
should set to SDI Video  for correct timing. 
 

 
 
 



 
 
 
The Clients  tab is used to configure what 
applications can connect to the unit. For Poliscript 
there will be an entry called VPRINT. This should 
have two layers, one for subtitles and the second for 
Logo’s if you have the option enabled in your 
Poliscript Dongle. 
 
If VPRINT is not listed or has the incorrect number 
of layers, please contact out Support Team for 
assistance in correcting this. 
 
When Poliscript connects through Portia Gateway to 
the G5, a small Tick will appear in the Online box. 
When data is being successfully sent to the G5 from 
Poliscript, the Activity meter will show a green 
progress bar. 
 
If you are not seeing a tick in the Online box for VPRINT, please check that a tick has been placed in 
Portia Gateway along the G5 line entry, and that the IP address for the G5 in Poliscript is correct with 
the correct Port number (5000) 
 
 
 
This should complete the Setup for Poliscript connecting to a G5 Video Printer. If you have any
